*Please verify that your child is in compliance with uniform dress.  Shoes must be solid “all white” tennis shoes.  
Logos must be white also.  Approved socks are crew length and solid white without logos.  Girls may wear solid 
white, red,  navy or uniform plaid hair ribbons, bows or headbands.  They may not wear scarves.  Colored or 
streaked hair is prohibited and parents will be contacted to return hair to original color. Teachers will be contacting 
parents of uniform violations.
